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Abkhazia, Georgia, 25 years of Occupation

(from the editorial board)

25 years... A quarter of a century has already passed from one of the bloodiest tragedy occured in the
Autonomous Republic of Abkhazia and still continues to this day. In the corresponding publications it is called post-
communist Vendee or the second Holocaust. The Russian Federation hidden behind the Abkhaz Separatist Forces
nurtured by the Kremlin, misused the difficult political situation in Georgia, emerged as a result of the collapse of the
Soviet Union and the state coup and provoked an armed conflict between Tbilisi and Sokhumi. The essence and disastrous
consequences of the conflict were stipulated by the joint involvement of the Russian regular military units, separatists and
squads of hired terrorist-bandits.

The brutal war provoked in 1992-1993 in Abkhazia against the Georgian State in its early independence stage, resulted in
loss of lives of approximately 20 thousand people from the both sides, ethnic cleansing of the Georgian population,
genocide and violated territorial integrity of Georgia. Majority of the perished people are peaceful Georgians including a
lot of children, women, ill persons, elderly, doctors, teachers, scientists, artists, etc. The occupants purposefully killed all
these people through torture, humiliation and other brutal methods of medieval centuries.

535,061 persons of different nationalities resided in Abkhazia as of 1t January, 1992. After the armed conflict this figure
was reduced by 72% to 150,000. Georgians, Greeks, Estonians and even a few Abkhazians, refusing to support the
imperial and separatist movement, became the IDPs and refugees. Georgians suffered the most due to the ethnic
persecution.

According to the official data, after the conflict the number of Georgians decreased from 245,000 to 40-42,000, by 84-
85%. Taking into consideration the above mentioned facts, the OSCE has repeatedly acknowledged and condemned
ethnic cleansing in Abkhazia: on December 6, 1994 in Budapest, on December 3, 1996 in Lisbon and on November 18,
1999 in Istanbul. The purposeful ethnic cleansing of the Georgian population by the occupants and separatists that the
Kremlin has been trying to legitimize during already a quarter of a century, obviously contains signs of the genocide.

In August 2008 Russia attacked Georgia and occupied Abkhazia and Ossetia regions (20% of the Georgian territories).
The same year on August 26 Moscow recognized so-called independence of these “states”, trying to hide the obvious
fact of the military occupation. This fact however, has been evidenced by the Law of Georgia on Occupied Territories
(October 23, 2008) and acknowledged by the respective decisions of EU, the Council of Europe, the OSCE and NATO.
Despite the principal position of the international community, Russia is aggressively occupying the territories of Georgia,
and step-by-step also bringing into action the creeping annexation policy. This reality has been proved through the
signing of the completely illegal documents by Moscow and Sokhumi since 2008, especially during recent years. The so-
called agreements on the “Alliance and Strategic Partnership” (November 24, 2014), "On the United Forces of the
Russian Armed Forces and the Armed Forces of the Republic of Abkhazia" (21 November 2015) can be named as a few
examples of those documents. As a result of these and other "agreements”, the territory of Abkhazia has turned into a
military base for Russia.

Since February 1, 2009, the occupation of Abkhazia is directly implemented by the 7th Military Base under the Southern
Military District of the Russian Federation. Its infrastructure is constantly expanding and developing. This base is the
only “sightseeing” in Abkhazia constructed during last quarter of a century of "independence". It combines military,
administrative and medical facilities located in the entire territory of Abkhazia — in Gagra, Gudauta, Bombora, Akhali
Afoni, Eshera, Sokhumi, Kodori Gorge, Ochamchire, Nagvalushi, Okumi, Gali, Saberio, Lekukhona, Chuburkhinji,
Tagiloni, Nabakevi, Otobaia 2 and Pichori. The staff of the 7th base is well trained and unites more than 4.5 thousand
military personnel equipped with the modern weapons. It is supplied with T-90A type tanks, armored vehicles (BTP-
80A), self-propelled persons 2C3 ("Acacia"), "Crimes" (BM-21), Coast Guard rocket boats, anti-aircraft missiles (C-300) etc.
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NATO is openly expressing its concerns at the summits and parliamentary assemblies over the growing militarization of
Abkhazia that poses a threat to regional security.

Occupation of the Georgian territories hidden under the creation of the "Republic of Abkhazia" and "South Ossetia" is a
global revanchist act directed against the Georgian State and new structures of te World Security established after the end
of the Cold War. In Moscow, only state formation and leaders have been changed, while the Neo Imperial, "Great Power"
objectives of Russian Federation remained the same — previously as well as today it is not recognizing the existence of
independent Georgian State with the Western values in the South Caucasus. The Kremlin in the other post-Soviet states
also impedes the process of independent democratic development (Crimea, Donetsk and Lugansk districts / Ukraine, The
Dnieper Region/ Moldova, Nagorno Karabakh / Azerbaijan). Russia itself has been established as a State of authoritarian
rule, which has led to the assertion of "hybrid wars" in different countries of the world or increased interference in their
internal affairs.

The quarter of a century is a short period for history, however, at the same time it is quite enough for the establishment of
the legal, political and economic basis of the "Independent State" and creation at least partly of the “new Switzerland" in
the South Caucasus — the utopian idea expressed by the Abkhazian separatist leaders in the 90-s of the previous century.

Actually, in addition to the Russian occupation and creeping annexation, the complete economic collapse has been
emerged in Abkhazia. Before the war, Abkhazia was economically developed and self-sufficient Autonomous Republic
while now is breathing its last and exists only because of the Russian "assistance".

Analysis of the data of the last five years shows that the Russian financial "investment", which constitutes the vast part of
the budget of Abkhazia, is increasingly reducing. For example, the share of the Russian "investments" in 2014 amounted
to 77.4% (139.3 million dollars), in 2015 - 60% (44 million dollars), in 2016 - 65. 6% (80.2 million dollars), in 2017 -
64.5% (92 million dollars), in 2018 (budget plan) - 57.7% (64 million dollars). Thus, "independent" Abkhazia does not
have even its own budget.

Abkhazia’s famous resort and tourism infrastructure, being so popular in the former USSR and even outside it, along
with its agricultural potential is fully destroyed; the spheres of healthcare, education, culture and science are also leveled
to the ground.

Explicitly implementing the policy of annexation of Abkhazia, the Kremlin tries to remove one of the serious obstacles for
achieving its goal. This obstacle is the Georgian population of the Gali district, which maintains Georgian citizenship and
historically as well as nowadays represents a connecting bridge between the Georgians and Abkhazians. Namely for this
reason, since 1993, Russian occupant authorities have been carrying out different experiments that violate not only the
dignity of the tens of thousands of residents who have returned to the Gali district and their homes, but also their basic
human rights.

Local Georgian population is experiencing total discrimination on ethnic grounds; it cannot enjoy any civil, political,
social and economic rights. In December 2015, according to the adopted so called law "on the legal status of foreign
citizens in Abkhazia" that was amended in December 2016, the local indigenous Georgian population - people, living in
the properties inherited from their ancestors, have been declared as "foreign citizens" by the occupation regime. They are
entitled to residence permit only and consequently, the Georgian population is not allowed to take part in the public
processes on occupied territories, in the de-facto elections, they cannot work for public or other services and apply
and/or occupy positions (except the position of a school teacher). The citizens of "foreign countries" from Gali district
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have been deprived of the right of disposing their own properties inherited from their fathers or in general purchasing
and selling the property.

People have been deprived of the right of registering their marriage and/or their newborn children on the territory of
Abkhazia. The residents of Gali can enjoy these registration rights only beyond Abkhazia. Nowhere in the earth is being
exercised such discrimination on indigenous people, which contains clear and obvious signs of the genocide. Occupants
vastly violate the fundamental right of the residents of Gali district to receive education in their native language. By 2016-
2017, the right of movement was exceptionally restricted by closing the checkpoints on the administrative boundary line
with Abkhazia. Thus, the occupants continue to pursue the genocide policy against the Georgian population of the Gali
district, try to assimilate or expel them from their homes and thus "resolve" the Georgian issue in Abkhazia once and for
all.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Georgia has prepared a number of reports on violation of the basic human rights of
Georgians residing in Abkhazia and presented it to the international organizations. The deteriorated situation on the
occupied territories in terms of human rights’ violation is constantly on the agenda of UN, its respective bodies, the OSCE,
the Council of Europe, the EU and NATO. Unfortunately, Russia has not yet taken into consideration the decisions and
recommendations of these authoritative international organizations. In the hands of the occupant, Abkhazia has become a
territory where today, at the end of the first decades of the civilized XXI century, exists a "constitutionally strengthened"
quasi State based on the principles of racial segregation with its "constitution" and "constitutional” bodies.

In reality, Abkhazia is only an occupied territory and a consisting part of the united military infrastructure of the
Russian Federation, without any elements of democracy, civil society and any  perspectives of the economic
development; This is an area where the Kremlin's plan to completely extinct the Abkhazian ethnos is in full force. The
intellectual part of the Abkhazian society is well aware of the fatal situation they are in. It loudly and openly speaks about
the deep economic, political, moral-psychological crisis, total lack of prospects, frustration, and the resulted frequent
suicide cases and the danger of losing "independence” etc. According to one of the Abkhaz separatist leaders Sergei
Shamba (19 July 2018), if the situation will not improve, Abkhazia will reach the point, “when we can lose everything,
and will have no way out, but to fall on knees and beg Georgia or Russia to take us back and make us part of their
States.” The aim of the Kremlin's policy towards Abkhazia, including the financial "aid", is to leave the only chance for
Abkhazia to beg for assistance from Russia and sob and weep for "voluntary” unification within its composition in order
to survive.

As for Georgia, its policy towards the occupied territories is quite different and aims to reconcile with our citizens left on
the other side of the dividing line as a result of forced conflict. On April 4, 2018, the Government of Georgia presented a
new peace initiative "Step for a Better Future". The objective of Tbilisi was to restore and encourage the trade-economic
and educational ties with its citizens living in the occupied zone and to provide them with the humanitarian assistance.
The Health Care Referral Program, which provides comprehensive package of high-tech free of charge medical services
for the population residing on the occupied regions made a great success. Thousands of people have already benefited
from this program.

Understanding of the essence of the facts occurring in Abkhazia and the objective assessment of
the results of the occupation is possible only through the evidence based and accurate
documentation. Their validity and credibility greatly depends on the origin of the evidence and
documents. Therefore, in the present collection of works we provide a part of the published
materials written by the well-known Russian blogger-publicists, Internationals photographers,

“A brief description of the examined monuments indicates to the complex conservation work. This work must include cleaning and consolidating of
masonry, arranging the protective roofing, installing drainage system to pump the water from the walls, coping with the corrosion, strengthening the
foundation etc. The other problem is arbitrary action by users (priests, restorers, scientists — editorial comment). For example, the deformation of the
appearance of the churches, the damage to the original parts — llori (cupolas, whitewashed), Drandi (dome), Bedia (damages of the frescoes during the
injection works). The fact that these actions are not controlled is caused by the lack of human recourses in the protection of monuments within
corresponding ministry of the Republic. Considering the exceptional value of the monuments of Abkhazia, all work must be carried out by licensed highly
professional restorers. In additional, Restoration works must be conducted solely and exclusively according to the preliminary elaborated and coordinated
documentations (such as: project, project proposals, engineering and technological recommendations etc.)”

“Republic of Abkhazia™is the Military Firing Range of Russia

After the 25 years of “Independence” the so - called Republic of Abkhazia was gifted only with the “Extended
Infrastructure" of the Russian Armed Forces on its territory:

The 7-th military base of the Russian occupational army in Gudauta, existing from February 1, 2009 is now in the
composition of the Russian South Military District: Base units are located in Gudauta — the military town, in the Bombora
military airport, Sokhumi, Ochamchire Gulf, in the vicinity of Engurhesi, Kodori Gorge and other places. The personnel
amounts up to approximately 45,000 Militaries. Russian Military Forces are being trained at the firing ranges of Abkhazia
located in Nagvalou (Ochamchire Region) and Tsabali (Gulripshi Region), also in Russia, Krasnodar, at the Molkino
Training Center. On November 16, 2016 the State Duma of the Russian Federation ratified the treaties signed by the
Presidents of Russian Federation and the so- called “Republic of Abkhazia” on November 21, 2015 on the creation of a
united formation of armed forces. The joint military formation includes the 7th military base, two Abkhazian motorized
infantry, artillery and air groups, as well as the Special Forces. Military servicemen of the 7th Russian occupation base not
only protect "independence" of Abkhazia from the "external aggression" but also participate in the conquering battles
against the independent Ukraine. In the Rostov Oblast of the Kuibyshev district the combat action of the rocket artillery
battalion of the “GRAD” type against the bordering territories of the adjacent Ukraine has been detected.
